“Wonderful World,” “There’s A Kind of Hush,” “A Must To Avoid,” “Listen People,” “The End of the
and “Dandy.” Ultimately, Herman’s Hermits sold over 60 million recordings. In all, 14 singles and seven
went gold. The Hermits were twice named Cashbox’s Entertainer of the Year.

As Herman, Noone graced the cover of nearly every international publication, including Time Magazine.
